Introduction

London Christian Learning Centre was started
in 1990 through the home -school of the Bolus family.
Rev. Ricardo Bolus and his wife, Ida Bolus, founded
the school in Finsbury Park, North London. They
pioneered the school with their own children and
later partnered with other missionary parents in
training their own children.

After much prayer and waiting, in June
2005, LCLC obtained the DFES registration and was
officially recognised by the government as an
Independent school. The school is now situated in
639-643 Romford Road, Manor Park, London E12 5AD
where we are hoping to enla rge our facilities. With a
humble beginning of just six students , the school has
grown. We believe as God continues to entrust us
with the resources, LCLC will endeavour to educate
more and more students in the future.

The Accelerated Christian Education is the
curriculum LCLC has been using since the
beginning. Rev. Bolus along with his wife has had
the privilege of having long -standing experience
using the ACE curriculum in the Philippines, prior
to their move to England in 1989. The school,
which they started in the Philippines, began with
114 students and has grown to 285 students. The
school has graduated hundreds and graduates
have been successful in entry to universities and
colleges.
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We believe that God has given us this
curriculum that is godly and individualised, and
which places the emphasis on learning rather than
teaching.

The Curriculum

Since 1970, Accelerated Christian Education has
published the individualized School of Tomorrow
curriculum and provided training in its implementation
for Grades K-12. Students are tested diagnostically upon
entering schools or home schools using the program.
Students are then placed in the curriculum in each subject
at their own performance levels determined by the results
of the diagnostic tests.

The unique format of the curriculum allows students to
advance from unit to unit as they demonstrate mastery.
Students move independently through the curriculum
under the supervision of instructors who provide tutoring
at the optimum moment of learning.

The Four Keys to Accelerated Christian
Education

1. Individualized:

The A.C.E. Model adapts to the learning speed of
your child. The A.C.E. Model allows your child
to progress independently through the curriculum
and not as a group, but as an individual.

2. Diagnosis:

The child is given a diagnostic test to determine
current academic ability and clearly identifies
any learning gaps within all subjects. For
example, your child’s English grammar may be
above his/her grade level. However their
punctuation skills may be below grade level.

Reading Programs

I. Kindergarten with Ace and Christi (B, K-4,
and/or K-5 Reading Readiness)

The Kindergarten with Ace and Christi reading
program includes cartoon animal stories and
songs, 60 PACEs, physical and motor
development activities, and Bible and
character-building stories. It is intended to
foster quick learning of the letter sounds; to
encourage understanding of number concepts
and word relationships; to strengthen memory,
visual, auditory, and coordination skills; and to
instill biblical principles in students.

Il. The ABCOs with Ace and Christi (Learning
Read)

ABC’s with Ace and Christi is a phonics-
based learning-to-read program that prepares
students for the individualised A.C.E. PACE
curriculum. A number of outstanding reading
tools, including a unique alphabet sequence, a
song for each sound, poems, displays, and
physical and motor development activities are
incorporated into the program. The Bible
stories and character development activities
increase the students’ spiritual understanding
and help them develop moral integrity. Special
reports are provided for progress in learning
the sounds, PACEs scores, PACE averages,
Scripture memory passages, and the Post Test
score progress.

The beginning reading programs use the same
individualised approach of grading used on the
higher levels. Placement in a particular reading
program is not determined merely on the basis of age
or grade. A child is not necessarily ready to learn to
read simply because he is five or six years old and in
the first grade. Before enrolling in the learning to
read program, the student, whatever age or grade,
must master reading readiness skills. On the other
hand, students who demonstrate that they have
mastered reading readiness skills can be enrolled in
the learning-to-read program whatever their age.

Reading Readiness Test

The ABC’s with Ace and Christi Reading Readiness
Test determines whether a student is ready to learn to
read. All students who have never been enrolled in
school or who are considered kindergarten or first-
grade students are given the ABCs with Ace and
Christi Reading Readiness Test before beginning
school.

A student who scores 80% or above on the Reading
Readiness Test and who demonstrates a proper
maturity level is ready to learn to read and should be
enrolled in the ABC’s with Ace and Christi program
whether they are five, six, or seven years old. A
student who scores less than 80 percent on the Test
needs additional preparation to get him ready to learn
to read and is enrolled in the Kindergarten with Ace
and Christi program.

The Kindergarten with Ace and Christi reading
readiness program should be used for children who
score below 80% on the ABC’s with Ace and Christi
Reading Readiness Test. These students are enrolled
in the kindergarten program for one full school year.



School rules and disciplines

Discipline is very important to LCLC, but we recognise that
children thrives in an atmosphere of praise. At LCLC we draw
attention to positive values. This helps children to recognise good
models of behaviour and to develop self-discipline. We have a system
of rewards and demerits. Merits are given for good behaviour and
individual achievements. Demerits, however, are given to discourage
poor behaviour. We rely on the cooperation of parents to encourage
students to act responsibly, since we believe that education is a
partnership between school and parents.

Dress Code
LCLC requires students to be in full uniform.

Meals

Children should bring packed lunches. They should be in a container clearly
marked with your child’s name. Packed lunches should not include bottles or
canned drinks. (fizzy drinks are not allowed)

Medicines
No medicine must be given in school, but children under medication must inform
the supervisor.

Accident and Emergencies

If your child is taken ill at school or has an accident, it may be necessary to
contact you urgently. All accidents are recorded in the accident book. Please
make sure that you keep the school office informed of any change of address,
telephone number, place of work, hours of work and work telephone number.

Absence & Lateness

If for any reason your child is absent from school due to illness or accident, please
notify the school by telephone and send a note of explanation with your child on
his/her return to school. The absence will then be marked as authorised.

If your child has a medical or dental appointment, please inform his/her
monitor/teacher well in advance. Your child will then get a treatment mark. If
the appointment takes place during the day, you (or a nominated person of the
family) must collect your child from the School Office.

Children will never be allowed out of school unaccompanied. Lateness disrupts
the whole group, not just your child. Help your child develop good habits by
being punctual in the morning. So that sessions can start promptly please leave
your child at reception. Lateness is recorded on reports, as is your child’s
attendance figures.

School and Parents
All communications between school and parents are given through the
communication envelope. We maintain a communication envelope for each child.

Parents Conference
Parents are called for each term to discuss the development of their child/children.
A progress report card for every child is given during the parents® conference.

School Days and Opening Hours
The school day officially starts at 9.00 a.m. and ends at 3:00 p.m. The school
office opens from 8:30 a.m. - 3:30 p.m. Mon-Fri.



Admission

Once the parent has expressed an interest in the school:
1. Secure an application form from the school office
2. The application will go through the waiting list
3. You will be called for an interview once the application has been
processed
4. Parents orientation is a must before final acceptance
5. After parents’ orientation, confirmation of enrolment will be given

School fees

The yearly tuition fee and yearly PACEs are included in the total cost of £3,000.
For your convenience in meeting your financial obligation, the fee maybe divided
into 10 monthly payments, which are payable by monthly direct debit (£300 a
month per student).

Other Fees

Administration Fee
A non-refundable fee of £100 is to be paid after full acceptance.

Exclusions
We cannot admit students with physical disabi lities at the moment due to our facilities
limitation, but we are endeavouring to make our facilities disabled friendly.

Students for whom English is an additional language, they will be given diagnostic
test in English.
